Quick and Easy Placemat
(Finished size 12.5x17.5)

Supplies:


2 pieces of coordinating fabric, each measuring 18”x13”


(Optional) 1 piece of fusible fleece, measuring 18”x13”


Coordinating thread

Directions:

1. (If your not using fleece, move onto step 2) If using fusible fleece, lay the fleece on work surface, adhesive side up. Lay top fabric over fleece, right side up (you will adhere your fleece on the wrong side of the top fabric). Iron fabric to fleece.

2. Lay bottom fabric over top fabric with right sides together and pin. Stitch around edge with a quarter inch seam allowance, leaving a four to five inch opening at the bottom for turning.

3. Snip corners off diagonally, close to the stitching (for easier turning). Then turn your placemat right sides out, carefully pushing corners with a turning tool or blunt object to make your corners as square as possible. 

4. Turn under rough edge of opening, making it even and press all sides and corners with an iron. Top stitch an 1/8” stitch around the entire mat. (Note, when top stitching around the corners, if you take a stitch or two diagonally around the corner, instead of a sharp 90º stitch, it will not highlight any corners that did not poke through nice and sharp).
